Restrictions
· Due to space and shading issues, trees or large shrubs are not permitted in individual plots. 

· In consideration of others, growing potentially poisonous and allergenic plants is not permitted in the garden. 

· Invasive plants such as ivy, blackberry, fennel, oxalis, horseradish etc; may not be grown. 

· Herbicides (weed killers) and insecticides may only be used with permission from the CGOG Committee.
· Members will not interfere with the contents of or harvest another members plot. If you have concerns about another member’s plot, please advise the CGOG Committee.
Safety

· Pathways alongside plots and communal areas must be kept clear of overgrowing plants, weeds, rubbish, stakes, bales of straw, timber etc. and remain accessible to members and visitors of all abilities. 

· Take care with stakes – no sharp or dangerous materials should be poking onto paths. 

Forfeiture of plots

· A member awarded a plot must actively garden it within 14 days of allocation.

· Plots must be kept fully cultivated and weeded. 

· Please advise the CGOG Committee if, through illness or prolonged absence (more than 6 weeks), a member is unable to attend to his/her plot.  A plot ‘buddy’ may cover such absences, as long as they are a member of the Garden (to ensure insurance is in place).

· If a plot is untended, looking weedy or neglected for a period of more than 6 weeks without explanation, the plot-holder will be advised by phone or email that the plot is in danger of being forfeited. 

· The member will be advised of what is expected, offered guidance on how the problem can be corrected and given 14 days to attend to their plot. A further inspection of the plot will be undertaken at the expiry of the 14 days and if, in opinion of the CGOG Committee, insufficient action has been taken they may advise the member that the plot has been forfeited and will be reallocated to a member on the waiting list. 

· If plot fees remain outstanding longer than 30 days from the due date the member will be advised in writing of the outstanding debt and given 14 days to pay or make other arrangements. If no payment or other arrangement is made within the 14 days, the CGOG Committee may advise the member that the plot has been forfeited and will be reallocated to a member on the waiting list.
